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It is about sixty years since N. Hovhannisyan has been working at the Institute of
Oriental Studies of the National Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Armenia taking
various scientific positions. He was the Head of the Department of
Arab countries of the NAS RA Institute of Oriental Studies, he was the
founder of the Armenian school of Arabic Studies being one of the
pillars of the Institute. In 1984-1995 he was the Deputy Director of the
Institute, and in 1985-2006 he became the Director of the Institute of
Oriental Studies.

Doctor of Sciences in History (1968), Professor (1972),
Honoured Scientist (2003) and NAS RA Corresponding Member. At
the same time, he was elected as Academician of several foreign
academies (New York, Paris, Moscow Germany, Canada, Syria, etc.).

In 1989 by the invitation of the British Academy he carried out scientific research work
in the universities of London, Oxford and Edinburgh, in 1993-1994 he worked at George
Washington University, and then in Maryland University of the USA.

During the last five years he published seven monographs in Armenian, Russian,
Arabic. The total number of his published monographs is 94, and over 486 articles.

Sphere of studies.

Main topics of his studies are: national liberation movement in the Middle East,
creation of independent Arab states, inter-Arab relations, the new and contemporary history of
Arab countries, the Armenian-Arabic relations, the position of the Arabs towards the Armenian
Genocide, the role of Islam, the Greater Middle East, etc.

His works have been published in 16 languages — in Armenian, Arabic, English,
German, Russian, French, Turkish, Persian, Italian and other in the USA, Russia, France, Great
Britain, Germany, Canada, Italy, Egypt, Syria, Irag, Lebanon, Iran, Japan, China, etc.
